For example, isit truly possible to address the
heavenly Father by calling him “our” while still being divided as brothers and sisters? The life of common
prayer of the Dombes Group itself has sustained this search in the last few years.

The results of the work will be rendered public at the beginning of next year in abook published firstin
French. “If this text will be credible,” said one member of the Group, “it is because we have been touched
and converted by the Father.”
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
