It is an
encounter of wonder, the birth of an adventure that
traverses history.

Rethinking the rich and multiform tradition of
the Christian East, the conference papers seek to
explore the Orthodox theology of the monastic
vocation and of marriage, the special charism of
women in the life of the Church, the meaning of the
life of a community, the presence of beauty present
in the Christian life, the hope at different stages of
life.

Life in Christ is witness to the possibility of a life
full of meaning, a hope for all always present in the
heart of humanity and creation.
